Matchmaker

Task A

Now that you have a better idea of what is inolved with a traditional bullfight, you need to test just how much you know.  You will be doing an on-line activity that will test how well you know the different stages of the bullfight.  Go to the following website:

Follow the directions on the website and once you have passed, have the teacher initial this paper to prove that you have completed the activity with 100% accuracy.

Task B

Now that you have just received a new number, this number will represent the stage of the bullfight that you will be responsible for.  You must focus on the description of your stage of the bullfight from Matchmaker as well as your notes from class.  You need to think of a way to “teach” this stage to the rest of the class.  You need to create a picture, image, learning device or whatever creative device you can think of to best teach what this stage is about and represents.  You will have “x amount of time” to complete this assignment.  When you have finished, you will join your group (all others with the same stage).  Everyone must choose a role for the group.  Pick from the following roles:
*recorder/artist (records group input)

*time keeper  (watches time to make sure your group finishes on time)

*presenter  (presents group info to class)

*moderator (keeps everyone on task; may have more than one)
As a group, you must decide how to fuse everyone’s work together or choose one that is the best.  It will be used to show to the rest of the class and it must be something that represents your stage the best.  Ask yourself, “How can I help others to remember what this stage is all about?”  It should be creative and informative. You may use Hyperstudio or any other conventional means to achieve your desired outcome.  Just remember to stick to your assigned roles.  The ideas will be presented to the rest of the class in sequential order by the presenter from each group.
