EVIDENCE

1. Riches are the reward for perseverance.

2. The synergy of 2 is greater than the power of 1.

3. All children need affection.
· Haensel and Gretel don’t give up and overcome the dangers of being left in the woods and the dangers of the witch’s house.

· Material riches found in witch’s house and the emotional riches of being reunited w/father.

· Stepmother tries to get rid of them but they return home each time.

· Witch tries to eat them but they escape.

· The physical need for food is a sign of the hunger for affection.

· Even with riches, children return to father hoping for his affection.

· Overt religious references in the German version:

1. “God will not abandon us,”  Hansel tells Gretel after they overhear their stepmother’s plan.

2. “Don’t cry Gretel…God will soon help us.”

3. “Dear God, please help us,”  Gretel cries after being captured by the witch.

4. “…and the godless witch had to burn in agony.”  After Gretel shoves her in the oven.
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
