Fairy Tale Analysis Worksheet and Presentation/Video

Task Description: 
Read carefully an original fairy tale and draw at least 3 conclusions about culture, morals, or ideas presented in the story.  Provide at least 2 pieces of evidence for each conclusion and be prepared to discuss your reasoning, i.e. how did you come to that conclusion based on your evidence?  Analyze the story for any cultural biases or influences.  Ask yourself, "What is different about this version from the version I am familiar with?" or "What was happening culturally at the time when this story was written that might affect the way in which it was written?" 
In groups of  three or four students, each group prepares scripts and videotapes their original version of the tale type, with an background and relevant props.
