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Class description

There are six adults ranging in age from 16 to 75.  They are Swedish heritage language learners, meaning that they are motivated to learn more about their heritage by learning the language.  They live in the same geographic community and most of them know each other socially from other Nordic or community activities.  

They are beginning learners who have had eight lessons, which included an introduction to pronunciation and grammar in the form of content or topics.  These included greetings, Easter and spring holidays, family relationships, numbers, colors, foods, songs, folk dance.

They are motivated learners who participate completely and willingly, and who do their homework.

Location  

The class meets in the East Central High School in a room with 4 x 8 tables and chairs, a white board, and space for standing and moving to accommodate games or movement activities related to the lesson.

Time

Class is 1.5 hours long with a 10 minute break for a lesson-related snack offered during the break.

These lessons on Swedish sausage will occur over four weeks, with class meeting once a week.  Students will learn about sausage through pictures, eating sausage, reading about it.  In this lesson we will read a story in which sausage is a prominent feature.  

Learning objectives

Content Objective:  

(Student friendly) Today we are going to learn about how sausage is an important part of a story.

(Teacher’s objective) The learner will be able to read and understand Lotta och Larsson på campingtur by Mats Letén, 1999. (8 – 20). Opal, printed in Denmark ISBN 91-7270.896.4.

Language objective:  

(Student friendly) Today we are going to learn some common Swedish chunks of language and we are also going to learn to use a common phrase for accepting more food, en korv till.

(Teacher’s objective) Students will be able to use recognize chunks of Swedish language commonly found in everyday texts and conversation.

Assumptions

I assume that students will be able to count to 10, that they recognize the days of the week, understand some basic Swedish sentence structure, have a small production vocabulary but a more extensive receptive vocabulary.  I assume that they will be willing to sing, to move about in a game type of activity, that they can decode and pronounce moderately well when reading.

Anticipated problems

They will need reminders that they don’t need to know every single word to understand.

Materials

Realia--real sausage for snack break, photos from internet and cooking books showing sausage in restaurants and around the family table; text—Lotta och Larsson, worksheets, index cards with sentences from the text.

How at least three of my teaching beliefs are carried out in the execution of this lesson

I think one should try to make a connection to the new culture.  This lesson provides information about the significance of sausage in Sweden and shows that this is one of Sweden’s main “street foods.”

I believe in using content as a vehicle for teaching language, and I especially like it if the content is culture-based.  This lesson uses a text that features the form for “having one more” of something; for example “I ate one more sausage.”  Knowing this form is useful when having coffee with Swedes, because they will ask you if you want “en kopp till” (another cup of coffee).  The text also uses the form that shows the comparative form, as in “it got darker….and darker….and darker.”

I believe in using the five Cs as a guideline for planning lessons.  This lesson has communication, culture and some comparisons to the student’s first culture. A future lesson in the series could include a community’s component by going to the home of a sausage maker to view the process, or bringing a guest presenter sausage maker to class who can demonstrate the process. A way to include connections would be to do a nutritional analysis of the Swedish street food meal of sausage, mashed potatoes and lingon berries.
Lesson one of a four-week session.  

This provides the comprehensible input about Swedish sausage and provides vocabulary to use for working on phonemic awareness and pronunciation.  This will take 1.5  hours of class time.

Assessment plan for this lesson
Students will be able to recognize true and false statements from the text at a 90 percent accuracy.  

Students will be able to answer correctly if they would like en korv till or en kopp till when offered more sausage or coffee at the break.

Students will be able to substitute words that fit correctly into idiomatic chunks at a 90 percent accuracy.

GOAL:  to learn about Swedish sausage and its place in the culture 

Objective:  The learner will be able to read and understand Lotta och Larsson på campingtur by Mats Leten.

	7-10 minutes
	Initial conversation and visiting.  

How was your week?  When did you use Swedish since our last class?

Hur gick det för era i vecka?

	1 minute
	Objective, Brief sentence only.  

Today we’re going to read a story about an adventure with sausages.  We’ll do some pre-reading activities to become familiar with the vocabulary and try some strategies for figuring out the meaning of sentences. We will learn some common chunks of Swedish language used in everyday language and we will learn the form “en korv till” when asking or accepting more food.

	5-7 minutes
	Activate prior knowledge

Talk about your experiences with Swedish sausage. Students tell any stories they have about sausage eating or knowledge, using any words that they know.  Write these words on the board. Show pictures of Swedish sausage in various settings.

	5-7 minutes
	Opening activity 

Write sentences from the text on index cards.  Distribute to learners.  Tell them to walk around with their text sentences and read as many as possible in the time allotted.  No need to comment on them, just read them.

	TPR introduction to vocabulary that can be demonstrated

	5 -7 minutes
	Song about sausages

Teach the song and have students try it a couple of times.  If it works well enough try it in a round.  Is this the time to talk about street food in Sweden?  Maybe bring out a photo of a kiosk selling this traditional food, and then a close up shot of the little basket of food when you buy it. This would be another opportunity to activate prior knowledge or also to introduce a cultural component, talking about what Swedes eat while out walking in the town.

 The teacher might want to talk about the abbreviate word for something as in nå’t for some, and spell out the full spelling (något) , and compare this abbreviation to ways that we also abbreviate in English (can, can’t).

	10 minutes
	Give a list of cognates.  Assign each person a page.  They look for cognates and then share what they noticed with their partner who also tries to guess and help to see if they can figure out how the cognates fit into the story.  Come back together as a group and share what you learned.

	10 minutes
	Read the story as a group, with instructor reading aloud and doing think alouds in English with some Swedish phrases (meaning, the teacher talks about what she sees in the pictures and expresses her thoughts aloud that come from the text)

	20 minutes
	Work in pairs, assign each pair one page of the text to figure out.  Predict what is happening on the page based on the picture and on current knowledge and familiarity with vocabulary and grammar forms.

Report back to the whole group about their page.  Reading aloud in Swedish, explaining what is happening and talking about how they figured out what the words meant.

Or

just read it to each other, taking turns by sentence or by every couple of sentences.  Talk with each other about the content.
The teacher might try this one way on the first day when using the text and another way on the next attempt.  In any case reading in pairs is less worrisome for students using a new language and it gives double practice in using the language when the pair reports back to the group.
Post these words on the board, which they can use as a reference while reading

	5-10 minute
	Do a True or False  worksheet  about the story. Two small groups do this together, spreading out the experts from each page in the groups.

Or

You could make this into something like a game show.  Give each team a noise maker to indicate that they want to answer the question.  Give points for all the correct answers.
This second idea could be used on day two of reading the text, and use it as a review the next time you meet.

More ideas for enhancing lessons

The lead in, three options
Option 1.

Give sentence strips to students.  There should be two of the same sentence from the text, and each student, since there are so few, should have two sentences. Have them walk around the room and find their match by showing their sentences and silently reading the other person’s sentences.

Option 2.

Select sentences that have words in common like those listed below. Make sentence strips and distribute to students, one or two per each one.  Have students find the other people who have similar words in their sentences.  Choose words that you think are going to be important for their understanding of the story, or words that you want to focus attention on during the lesson.

Fiska, fiskade, fisk (to fish, fished, fish)
Mörkt, mörkare (dark, darker)
Korv, en korv till, korvarna (sausage, one more sausage, the sausages)
Plötsligt, sprang, springa fort, hoppade upp (suddenly, ran, to run fast, hopped up)
Började bli, började smälta (began to be, began to melt)
Option 3

Give two sentences to each student and when they hear you read their sentence, have them wave it in the air. Then have them find the other people who have a sentence that is near theirs in the text, meaning on the same page, or part of the same bit of narrative.  They can determine this by noticing who waves a sentence just before or after they do.

Option 4

Here is a way to activate prior knowledge before the second lesson in this four-week session.  The teacher takes 10 lines from the story and puts them on separate cards.  Give them to students and ask them to walk around the room and read as many cards as possible.  Use this as a warm up before the lesson to help activate prior knowledge.  

Option 5

-- Here is another activity that could be used as a review of vocabulary during a subsequent lesson in this four-week session.  The teacher chooses key terms with pictures from the story and asks students to place the words in the correct categories posted on the wall.  This could be verbs, nouns, adjectives, or first, second, third, next, then, finally.  I think this could be used as a subsequent lesson where the students already have the vocabulary in their heads, and then are given a task to work with those words they know in a different context.

Option 6

-- Here are some more ideas that could be used to extend a lesson, or to adapt to another theme during another four-week sequence.


Option 7

---jigsaw the process of cooking a sausage, or sailing a boat, or setting up a tent and have the students each take one part of it and then explain that to the rest of the group.  This will enhance small group work.  We could jig saw additional readings about the subject that they could discuss or share with classmates at a subsequent class.  This may work if students have time to do homework.  This is an activity where you can use texts about the same subject, approached from different angles.  So in the case of Lotta and Larsson, you would choose a text that addresses something that happens in the story, that’s why I proposed cooking a sausage.  You could look in a Swedish cookbook and get some authentic text about that process.

Option 8

---take a video of the group on the field trip focused on the subject such as going camping or going fishing and then use that for review at the end to help elicit discussion about the process.  They would see themselves and could talk about what their classmates were experiencing.  


Option 9

---do a role play where one person is the  sausage maker, or the camping expert and one person is the television interviewer and do an interview about the process of making sausages or organizing a camping tour.  The more advanced speaker could be the interviewee, able to speak “off the cuff” and summarize the process, while the person at a more beginning level could be the interviewer with questions already prepared in advance, and written down. It also would be interesting to combine this idea with the video tape of a field trip, so that the students actually make their own video as they are on the field trip.  This would be a multi-lesson opportunity and students could negotiate with me about the planning and learning.  We could post it on a cable access channel afterwards.  This would fit well with what Breen calls a task-based syllabus, meaning that “The content is negotiated between teacher and students depending on the way students perceive their needs.” 
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
